AUTOMOTIVE CHASSIS SPECIALIST CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION

This noncredit certificate program prepares students with the skills and knowledge necessary to perform basic
diagnosis and repair in the automotive shop environment. This program includes coursework that is essential for entry-
level positions and enhances the skills and knowledge base of those who are seeking career progression within the
automotive industry. Completing this non-credit certificate program prepares students to pass ASE certification tests
in the areas of A4 Automotive brakes, A5 Suspension/Steering, and A6 Automotive Electrical systems.
