RATIONALE / REASON FOR PROPOSAL:

Course content required update to include new treatment recommendations and guidelines promulgated by the 2005 International Consensus Conference on Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation and Emergency Cardiovascular Care. Currently, course repetition is limited to 4 when it should be unlimited per Title V, Section 55753.
