Methods of Instruction:

Writing:  Students are required to turn in a notebook containing a Table of Contents, demonstration 
lab notes, handouts, drawings, and a complete record of assigned pieces.

Attend and participate in a midterm and final exam critique.

3.
Turn in assigned projects for the midterm and final.
