Students will transfer images of birds, your child, cat, dog, flowers, travel memories, or poem onto your favorite media.  A wide variety of visual effects will be achieved for use in quilting, textiles, garments, painting, sculptural forms, printmaking, handmade books, furniture, walls and more.

TOPICS/SCOPE:

1. Image transfer techniques and variables

2. Photocopying and ink jet printing methods

3. Pairing of techniques with the appropriate media/support

4. Demonstration and student exploration from among the following techniques: transfer tool with laser or copy machine images, transfer crayons, commercially printed disperse dye paper for heat transfer printing, color photocopy transparencies, clear contact paper or packing tape lifts, flexible acrylic lifts, decal transfers, ink jet prints or transparencies with acrylic medium, Lazertran transfers, solvent transfers, direct ink jet printing on fabric, transfer sheets for ink jet printers, transfer paints and pens, thermofax printing, paperless paper transfer, heliographic printing.
