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Articulation Agreement for Mendocino College

The Bachelor of Fine Arts (BFA) Degree:

A maximum of thirty-six (36) semester units (54-quarter units) can be applied towards the Liberal Arts
course requirements at the Academy of Art University.

Nine (9) units (15-quarter units) of transfer level art classes that are related to Academy of Art University
majors can also be transferred as art elective units. Department director may transfer additional units
based on portfolio review.

Courses must be reported on an official transcript and must have a record grade of “C” or higher to
qualify for transfer credit.
