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University Transfer Fast Track


Eligibility

In order to transfer to a university in two years, students must be eligible to enroll into the baccalaureate courses for their declared major when they enter Mendocino College.  Students who meet the following criteria are generally eligible for these courses, and will be selected for the UTFT program if they complete the enrollment process within the published timeline.
1. Earned a 2.3 or higher overall GPA while in high school

2. Complete Mendocino College assessments and high school courses that demonstrate readiness for baccalaureate level English and mathematics courses.

Guidelines for Participation

Students who want to transfer in two years must adhere to a very rigorous and demanding academic schedule.   Mendocino College has developed a set of guidelines which are designed to help students meet these academic requirements, as well as to increase the probability of their success.

1. Declare a major and transfer university

2. Average a minimum of 15units/semester if planning to transfer in two years

3. Attend required UTFT meetings and counseling appointments

4. Meet individually with a counselor every semester

5. Be willing to enroll in courses any time between 8am and 10pm, Monday-Friday

6. Be willing to make college your first priority

7. Only make changes to your educational plan with Candie Dickinson, Transfer Counselor
