
2009-2010 Pell Grant Crossover Transition Policy 

In accordance with the guidance offered by the U.S. Department of Education regarding new regulations published 10/29/09 providing two Pell Grants in an award year, Mendocino College adopts the following policy covering the cross over period (2009-2010/2010-2011):

Mendocino College will assign 2nd Year Pell Grant awards for students enrolled in the Summer 10 award period (6/28/10 – 8/5/10) to the 2009-2010 award year.  For 2009-10 Mendocino College will compare ISIR’s from 09-10 vs 10-11 until Census Date (June24, 2010). in order to determine the higher Pell amount for the student.  Mendocino College will invoke the acceleration rule (review the number of units the student completed in 09-10) to determine their eligibility for a second scheduled award.  Students will be required to have successfully completed enough units in 2009FA and 2010SP to cause them to be enrolled in their 25th unit for 2010 summer and be enrolled in 6 units for 2010SU.
For purposes of this policy, successfully completed units means having finished the course with a ‘C’ or better grade or a ‘P’ pass grade. 
2010 summer students who do not qualify for a 2nd Pell in 2009-10 will then be considered for a either a leftover Pell from 2009-10 or a 2010-11 first term Pell.  If they do not have a valid completed 2010-11 financial aid file at the time we process their file they will then ONLY be considered for a ‘left-over’ summer Pell grant if they took less than full-time payments in fall and/or spring semesters.

For 2009-10 summer awarding, Mendocino College will be a Formula 3 school with 6 units considered FT and 3 units considered half-time.  For 2010-11 summer awarding, the school will move to a Formula 1 school with the student being full-time enrolled in 12 units and half-time enrolled in 6 units.

Students award will be calculated in each way they may be eligible at the time we process their file until CENSUS DATE.  We will not go back and recalculate the file if a student subsequently completes their financial aid file late.  Students will be awarded and paid in the way that provides the largest of the possible awards.  Mendocino College FAO will review the students’ enrollment and pay for units enrolled at the time of disbursement.  Mendocino College FAO will not adjust awards for subsequent adds and drops.  

After CENSUS DATE, to expedite Pell payments to students who do not qualify for progression we will pay students who are less than half time and have remaining need out of 2009 and less than half time students with no remaining need out of 2010 when they complete their file.

For purposes of accelerated Pell awards for 2009-10, Mendocino College will assume that transfer students successfully completed maximum units for the Pell they were paid.   Therefore:

FT=      12 units completed

¾ =       11.5 units completed

½=  
    8.5 units completed

LT ½=     5.5 units completed

Beginning with awards assigned to 2010-2011, Mendocino College will comply with all of the regulations regarding the new legislation.
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
