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STUDENT RIGHTS & RESPONSIBITIES
You Have The Right
To an explanation of how your eligibility was determined:

To be considered for revision if your financial status changes:

You Are Responsible For
Reporting, in writing, any changes to your address, name, telephone number etc;
Enrolling in the required number of units each semester per your Education Plan.

Seeing your counselor to revise your Education Plan when you add or drop classes/dropping classes your cannot attend or complete;
Maintaining satisfactory academic progress each semester;

Re-applying for aid each year. Apply no earlier than January 1, for the next academic year;

Applying for Cal Grants. Complete a FAFSA and the GPA Verification Form by March 2, for entitlement grants and by September2, for competitive grants;

Paying back any overpayment received from Mendocino College;

Paying back the Department of Education for funds owed by dropping or completing 0 units;
Notifying the Financial Aid Office in writing, if you receive any sort of financial aid from any outside agencies for going to school (e.g. Scholarships, CAMP, Voc. Rehab., MPIC, etc.);

Notifying the Financial Aid Office immediately if you are attending another college at the same time you are attending Mendocino College. (PLEASE NOTE: you cannot legally receive financial aid from two colleges at the same time, but we may be able to include the units from another college in your total).

Federal/EOPS Work Study

The amount of your federal Work study award is money you may EARN by working in an on-campus job.  Please go to the Career Center if you are interested in your Work Study award.

If you are a student employee on campus and earning Federal/CalWorks Work Study, the timesheets are due on the 19th of the month.  Student employees may pick up their checks in the Business Office on the 10th of the following month.  In the 10th falls on a weekend, the checks may be picked up the Friday before.  All checks not picked up by 12:00 p.m. on the disbursement day will be mailed.  Students who work at the Willits and Lake County Centers will pick up their paychecks at the Center Office.
Repayment of Your Federal Grant
If you receive a GRANT and then withdraw from all your classes or complete 0 units, you will OWE money to Department of Education.  If you receive LOAN funds and withdraw or complete 0 units, you will owe back your loan according to the terms of your Master Promissory Note (loan contract). You will not be eligible for future financial aid if you owe money to the Department of Education or have defaulted on your loan.
If You Are Thinking of Withdrawing or Just Leaving…Think Again

Immediately see an academic counselor and discuss your academic and personal reasons for leaving school. Perhaps you can stay and take fewer units. Maybe there are services to help you stay (tutoring, personal support, etc.). Talk with your professor and see what advice and help they can offer.
Don’t Leave School unless You Must, but if You Must, Take Care of 

Business Before You Go
Please contact the Financial Aid Office.  We will tell you what you must do and explain the federal government rules.  If you repay what you owe you may be eligible for future financial aid, so it’s important to take care of the details before you go.  You will be in-eligible for future financial aid at any school until you repay any financial aid repayment due.
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
