1. Why is this course particularly suited to be offered through distance education?

Since this course is required within the ADJ program, with offerings primarily limited to the main campus, there should be an increased number of students if offered as a Distance Education course.  There are numerous web sites that may be used as resources for on-line class assignments. ADJ 200 is both CSU and UC transferable.
2. How will this course help meet College/Department/Program’s goals?

This course will allow students an opportunity to enroll into the Administration of Justice program, which they may not have the means to travel to regularly scheduled classes on the main campus. This course will allow a natural progression as the college strives to increase student enrollment, access and delivery systems. 
3. Describe how instructor and student contact will be maintained including frequency of contact.
Students will have access to the instructor through the various means currently available (e.g., e-mail, scheduled hours, & voice mail).  Students will complete weekly assignments, as prescribed by the course syllabus.

4. What methods of delivery (telecourse, on-line course, etc.) will be used to offer this course?  Please list all the ways you plan to communicate with your students, and how students will communicate with each other.

Using current text and various web sites as resources for assignments ADJ 200 - Introduction to Administration of Justice could be offered on-line, which would include on-line discussion, evaluation, immediate feedback and writing assignments. 
5. What technical resources are being used to support this course, which assure reliability of service?  Describe the web server, e-mail support, and mailing list or listserv support.

The current version of ETUDES NG will be used.

6. Describe the methods by which you plan to assess competency in your course.  List major assignments, papers and examinations; describe how and when exams will be given.

The students will be evaluated according to the current course outline of record (e.g., essays, exams, writing assignments, class participation, via chat rooms, use of internet and other electronic resources relevant to the course material).

7. What is recommended maximum enrollment and why?

The first semester it is recommended the enrollment be limited to 20-25 students. For subsequent semesters the enrollment may be increased to a maximum of 50 students.  As with any new teaching modality, a considerable amount of time is required to set up the course materials using new technologies.  It is important the instructor is available and responsive to the student needs.   

8.  By what methods (other than standard college methods) will course delivery and 

      instruction be evaluated?

a) Student verbal feedback to instructors and counselors (ongoing)

b) Student written critique in forum (monthly)

c) Student written evaluation of online course success, as a component of the midterm and final exams.

9.  How have you made this course ADA compliant?
