RATIONALE / REASON FOR PROPOSAL: 
What evidence of need exists for the proposed course? The need statement should present the role of the course in the major programs or general education areas in which it is designed to serve. 	Background: the current First Aid (HLH-50) course consists of two main topic areas.  The first topic area covers Adult, Child, and Infant Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR), while the second topic area covers Adult and Child First Aid.  Both topic areas result in certification by the American Safety and Health Institute (ASHI). However, the certification periodicity for the CPR portion is one year and the periodicity for the First Aid portion is three years.  Students use this course to maintain their certifications as required for employment. It is not efficient for students to take the 12 hour HLH-50 every year when they only need six hours to renew their First Aid certification.  This module would allow students to take only the First Aid portion of HLH-50 and still receive credit.
