Ceramics (Browe)

ART 40 – Introduction to Ceramics

a. M/S/C (Holcomb/Ahders) to approve Course Modifications (Units/Hours).  The following changes should be made to submissions: Beale noted that on page 2 of the course modification form, both yes and no were checked on number 1 – only yes should be checked; Polak noted that the repeatability statement needs to be copied onto the course outline form; a type needs to be corrected on the Title section of the  “Change To” section – change Into to Intro.  Beale asked if this course would be a good one to offer as a non-credit course, but Polak and Randall weren’t sure if there is an appropriate category.  Committee also engaged in a discussion about offering a ceramics lab.

           2.  ART 46 – Introduction to Raku

a. M/S/C (Holcomb/Ahders) to approve Course Modifications (Units/Hours). The following changes should be made to submissions: Cardimona noted that the rationale section indicated that Art 40 is being changed – should be Art 46.  Beale pointed out an error on the course modification form—units are change to max of 1.5. Lecture .6 - .8 and Lab 1.4 – 2.2. The repeatability statement needs to be copied onto the course outline form.

History (Montes)

HST 188 – Special Topics in History
a. M/S/C (Beale/ Holcomb) to approve Course Modifications (Units/Hours) with the understanding that only 3 unit versions of this course will meet the Mendocino College GE requirement under section B2 Social Behavioral Sciences.  Beale noted that the lecture hours should be changed to 0.5 – 3 on the Course Modification form. There was a lengthy discussion concerning the unit value change of the course. The chief concern was whether or not a offering less than 3 units would provide the depth and breadth suggested by the description of General Education requirements.  The committee pored over the handbook descriptions of GE to help inform their decision. Several members of the committee (Holcomb, Rawitch, Randall) expressed the positive value of the specific topic being proposed as a half-unit course (Round Valley History).  This course will offer an important perspective on local history and will be a rigorous exploration of the topic. However, as an eight hour course, it won’t  be able to provide the scope and breadth that the 3 unit course offers.  It was noted that the language used to describe GE requirements is somewhat vague and it is up to the committee to decide what is appropriate. Several members of the committee (Holcomb, Polak, Randall) assured that History 188, when offered at less than three units, will still have value to students toward graduation and transfer to CSU as units earned toward a degree; it just won’t count toward the GE requirement.  

Beale pointed out that History 188 does not appear on the Transfer Center Pamphlet supplied by Holcomb under the list of courses meeting the Mendocino College GE Requirements. This should be brought to the attention of Student Services.
