COURSE/PROGRAM MODIFICATIONS/PROPOSALS  

A.
Administration of Justice (Young)


1.ADJ 30/AOD 30 There was discussion regarding why the courses were not offered at the degree level, it was explained that the courses meet the certification needs of certain professionals and it is only for eight hours.  There were additional questions regarding the repeatability of the courses, Skip Beale suggested making the courses indefinitely repeatable since it is for professionals.  Marcus Young and Dan Jenkins explained that the course will need to only meet the standards for certification, yet after the majority of professionals meet this requirement the enrollment will likely drop.

B. Alcohol and Other Drugs (Jenkins)

1. AOD 159  (Ahders/Gehrman) Discussion ensued regarding why the pre-requisite was removed, Dan Jenkins could not collect data to support the assumption that students will fail if they have not met the pre-requisite.  As a result, a recommended preparation is sufficient.  

     C. Child Development Center (Walker)


1. Penny Walker had made changes to the course in order to fit better with a similar course in Yuba, in order to articulate more easily. The numbering on the course outline under Topics and Scope needs to be corrected.

V. INFORMATION
      F.  CAM 18.4  Skip Beale noticed that CAM 18.4 has a course-mod form rather that a new topic form.  Discussion started with Skip Beale pointing out that CAM 18.4 needs too much work to put it on a course-mod form, also CAM 18 is 1unit and CAM 18.4 is variable unit (would like to offer as .5 unit).  Discussion ensued around what form a special topics course should utilize as some felt it was not course-mod, it is new course.  Others felt that it is simply adjusting some elements of the umbrella course, so faculty should need to utilize the outline form.  Finally, Meridith Randall proposed changing the unit value of 18.4 from 1 to .5 on the course-mod form.

      G. CAM 18.14 and 18.15 Noted that lecture hours should read .5, instead of 8.

IV.  ISSUES
      B.
Special Topics: Discussion centered on making special topics a consent item rather than information items.  This stems from the fact that there are often issues that need exploring and are worth taking the time to make sure the committee can explore the course.  The committee agreed with this change, especially once it was noted that this is the only committee responsible for reviewing these courses. Additionally, many of the special topic courses are not modeled after already existing courses and as such, they may need closer scrutiny.    

Discussion regarding the process of reviewing experimental courses included the resolution to allow the chair and co-chair review course to see if they need to be included in the committee for discussion.  The Committee concluded that if there are no changes being made or if the changes are very minimal, the Chair can decide to put the course on the agenda as an action item. Changes will be made to the curriculum handbook to reflect this.

       C.  Membership: Chair Polak wished to thank Jody Gehrman and Roger Ahders for the many years of service and commitment (Roger 4 years, Jody 3 + years).  It was noted that Rebecca Montes and a member of the nursing faculty may serve next year as well as others that Debra is working on recruiting.
