Reason for Modifications:

1. Add THE 243: Intermediate Ballet as another elective option in the first category of elective courses, as the rigor of this course is equal to THE 231: Intermediate Modern Dance which is currently included in this section.  

2. Add THE 228: Conditioning for Dance – Pilates Mat I. and THE 229: Conditioning for Dance – Pilates Mat II. as choices for the elective requirements in the second category of elective courses.  These are newer courses that are highly beneficial for all dance majors.

3. Delete MUS 200: Fundamentals of Music from the first category of elective courses, and add in its place THE 252: Musicality for Dancers.  THE 252 teaches music theory in the context of dance, which ultimately could be more useful to the dance major than a Fundamentals in Music course.
