The pertinent knowledge/skills are intended to avoid having to teach students the basics of how to use Windows based software, having basic computer skills is essential to success in the course. With the addition of the BUS prefix, and information on the pertinent knowledge/skills being added to the content review section under recommended prep the item was so moved.
