
ASSOCIATE IN ARTS IN ART HISTORY FOR TRANSFER  
Courses in the Associate in Arts in Art History for Transfer provide a basic foundation in art history, "hands on 
experience" in at least one studio art form, and cultural and historical background necessary to understanding the 
visual arts. The Associate in Arts in Art History for Transfer is designed to prepare students for a seamless transfer 
into the CSU system to complete a baccalaureate degree in Art History or similar major. Priority admission with 
junior status to the CSU system will be granted. Students completing this degree are exempt from Mendocino College 
Institutional Requirements.
